As such, it is mandatory that all Competitors that have entered the 2023 Lazer Rally of the Bay – Bay 
Stages Pacenote Event must download and use the application in accordance with the attached 
instructions. (Attachment: RS Lite Recce Info). 

The purpose of the application is to allow the Event Organisers to track competitors in the forest 
during recce, so each competitor location and speed can be tracked and enforced. 

Please read all Reconnaissance Rules listed in Point 7.4 of the Event Supplementary Regulations. 

Any Breach of Reconnaissance Rules will be referred to the Stewards for application of penalties. 

Take special note that all road speed limits apply and the maximum speed on all forestry 

roads is 60km/h.
