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Handling of timecards for TC3A, 3B, 3C (TC7A, 7B, 7C)
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Due to limitations of the venue facilities, TC3B and TC7B will not be set up. The following procedures
will be followed for the handling of timecards, service times and regrouping times.
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When Service A arrives, TC3A will check in the vehicle using the usual procedure and move it to the
designated service area.
At that time, the scheduled time for rig group out (TC3C) will be indicated on the timecard. The
service time (Service A: 30 minutes, Service D: 20 minutes) will begin from the TC3A recording time.
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When the scheduled time for TC3B arrives, the crew must submit their timecard to the technical
marshals who are patrolling the Service Park, and the time of entry into TC3B will be recorded on
the time card by the marshal (technical official) in charge. As early arrival or |ate arrival at TC3B is
not permitted, the time recorded on the timecard will be the time from which the vehicle is
considered to be in the ¢ dy of the vehicle service area (t les regardin Ferme will
apply).
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Crew are allowed to remain in the vehicle afterwards, but all service activities, including loading and
unloading, are prohibited, and no one other than the team members is allowed to touch the
vehicle.

The crew will move the vehicle to TC3C in time to arrive at the TC3C regrouping out time specified
in TC3A.
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At TC3C, the check-in procedure will be carried out as usual according to the scheduled time for
each car, but the departure time from TC3C may be changed by the Clerk of the Course for safety
reasons, etc.
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The same applies to TC7A, 7B and 7C.

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Due to the limitations of the venue facilities, TC5B and TC5C will not be set up. The following
procedures will be followed for the handling of timecards, service hours and overnight regrouping.
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Service B: Upon arrival, check in at TC5A as usual, and move the vehicle to the designated service
area. The service time (Service B: 45 minutes) starts from the TC5A recording time.
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When the scheduled time for TC5B arrives, the crew must submit their timecard to the technical
marshals who are patrolling the Service Park, and the time of arrival at TC5B will be recorded on the
timecard by the marshal (technical official) in charge. Early arrival at TC5B is permitted, but late
arrival is not, so the time at which the declaration is made will be recorded on the timecard, and
from that time the vehicle will be considered to be in the custody of the vehicle service area (the
regulation regarding Parc Fermé will apply).
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The vehicle will be sealed off immediately by the marshal in charge, and all service activities,
including loading and unloading of luggage, are prohibited. It is also prohibited for anyone other
than the crew, including team members, to touch the vehicle.
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On February Sth, during LEG2, crews and team members are allowed to enter the team service area
(tents, service cars) and prepare for Service C before the scheduled time for TC5C, but all servicing,
including snow removal work on the rally cars, is prohibited.
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Crews can pick up their LEG2 timecards at the technical tent from 10 minutes before the TC5C Park
Fermé out time, based on the LEG2 start list. After picking up their LEG2 timecards, crews are only
allowed to board their vehicles and start their engines before the TC5C Park Fermé out time, but
they must not perform any other servicing until the time written on the TC5C.
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At TC5D, the check-in procedure is carried out as usual, in line with the scheduled arrival time of
each car after Service C (10 minutes).
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After the TC5B time for each car, if the crew need to re-seal the car due to circumstances (e.g.
collecting forgotten items), they must receive approval from the Chief Scrutineer and pay the
marshal in charge for the additional sealing stickers before they are allowed to re-seal the car.
