The 2025 Mull Rally, penultimate round of the 2025 Carnegie Fuels Scottish Tarmack Rally Championship did
not disappoint (perhaps only with the exception of the crews who didn’t manage to make it to the
finish!). The demanding route, albeit a trimmed down version of previous events, due to the unfortunate
landslide on a crucial part of a connecting road section, was well received; compact enough to keep
competitors and their support crews on their toes. That, combined with the for once favourable, albeit
changeable and dampish, weather conditions, making the road surfaces greasy and unpredictable - and
correct tyre choice crucial. It certain did not diminish the renowned toughness of this event, which lived up
to its reputation as being one of endurance, and that's before the Sunday night assault on the Tobermory
Main Street bars began!

Fraser struggled a bit with heavy steering and a little play in
the rack on Friday night but was happier after a bit of fettling from Tommy MacKay, but felt the car was still
understeering a little. We then picked up a Notional time that robbed us a bit and we were on a push in
Calgary when we took a puncture on the offside rear that lost us about 5 minutes and pushed us back down
to 3rd in class. Saturday night we changed tyres on the front and seemed to be getting back into a rhythm
and clawed our way back to just 27s off the 2nd in class. We really had a blast in the final stage and both of
us were feeling like we wanted to do more stages.
