1 November 2025 Pre-event Report

After 8 events in nearly as many months, 82 (yes 82!) registered Carnegie Fuels Scottish Tarmack Rally
Championship competitors head to the final round at Kinloss in Moray to do battle for the remaining points on
offer. It's a bumper entry list and still a few Championship placings to be decided, so it could be a tense and
interesting day. With a lot of number crunching required after the final control, provisional results for the STRC will
be available on the Sunday evening, with finals being published 48hrs later to allow for any discrepancies to be
resolved.

A reminder that it is the Drivers/Co Drivers responsibility to ensure ALL decals are on and fitted for the start of stage
1, without these, no points will be allocated and we will have officials checking on the day, and any queries give
them a shout, and remember, no championship decals, no points, so let us know if you are needing some.
