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1. Sistemul de stingere al masinii de competitie trebuie sa fie armat in orice moment.
Acest lucru va fi verificat pe tot parcursul raliului de citre comisarii tehnici si toate Incalcarile vor fi
raportate Comisarilor Sportivi care vor impune o penalizare.

Rally car’s extinguisher system must be armed at all times. This will be checked throughout the
rally by the scrutineers and all infringements will be reported to the Stewards who will impose a

penalty.

2. Concurentii trebuie s3 se asigure ci poart3 echipamentul de protectie in mod
corespunzdtor pe probele speciale pani la punctul STOP (castile si centurile puse, cagula sub
combinezon, fermoarul combinezonului inchis, manugile pe méini...). Toate incilcirile vor fi
raportate Comisarilor Sportivi care vor impune o penalizare. A se vedea Art 53.1 din Regulamentul
CNRB.

Drivers must ensure that they wear their safety equipment properly on special stages all the way until
the stop control (helmets and seat belts fastened, balaclava inside the overall, overall zipper closed,
driver's gloves worn etc.). All infringements will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty.
Please see CNRB Art. 53.1.

3. Orice echipaj care vede afisat semnul rosu ,SOS” sau care vede o masina care a suferit un
accident si nu este afisat semnul OK, se va opri imediat si fara exceptie pentru a acorda asistenta. In
cazul in care un echipaj accidentat nu poate apisa butonul “SOS” al sistemului de monitorizare GPS,
primul echipaj oprit la fata locului va apisa butonul “SOS” din propria masind. Orice echipaj oprit pe
0 probd speciald care nu necesita asistenti medicali imediat3 si nu blocheaza complet traseul,
trebuie sa apese butonul OK al sistemului de monitorizare GPS in timp de maxim un minut si s3
arate placa OK celorlalti concurenti. Toate abaterile vor fi raportate Comisarilor Sportivi care pot
impune penalizari. A se vedea Regulamentul CNRB, art 53.3. si Ghid utilizare GPS

Any crew which has the red “SOS” sign displayed to them, or which sees a car which has suffered an
accident and the OK sign is not shown, shall immediately and without exception stop to render
assistance. If an injured crew cannot press the “SOS” button of the GPS safety system, the first crew
stopped on the spot will press the “SOS” button in their own car. Any crew stopping on a special stage
and who does not require immediate medical assistance and does not completely block the route, must
press the OK button in the safety tracking device within one minute and show the OK sign to all other



cars. All infringements will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty. Please see CNRB
Regulation, art 53.3. and GPS User Guide

4, Toate echipajele cirora li se aratd Steagul Rosu trebuie sd incetineascd imediat si sa
continue cu viteza redusi pani la sfarsitul probei. Steagul Rosu poate fi unul fizic afisat la punctele
radio sau unul electronic trimis citre dispozitivul de monitorizare GPS. Echipajele trebuie sa
confirme imediat de luare la cunostinta prin apdsarea butonului ‘OK”. Toate abaterile vor fi
raportate Comisarilor Sportivi care pot impune penalizari. A se vedea Regulamentul CNRB, art 53.5.

All crews that are shown the Red Flag must immediately slow down and continue that lowered speed
until the finish of the stage. The Red Flag can be a physical one shown at radio points or an electronic
one sent to the safety tracking device. The electronic Red Flag must be acknowledged by the crew. All
infringements will be reported to the Stewards who may impose a penalty. Please see CNRB
Regulation, art 53.5.

5. Pentru a avea acces in Zona de Alimentare, toti membrii implicati in operatiunile de
alimentare trebuie si poarte imbracaminte care sd asigure o protectie adecvata impotriva
incendiilor si care s includa cel putin: pantaloni lungi, bluza cu maneca lungg, incéltaminte
inchis3, manusi si cagula.

In order to access the Refuelling Area, all personnel involved in refueling operations must wear clothing
that provides adequate protection against fire and includes at least: long trousers, long-sleeved top,
closed shoes, gloves and a balaclava. Please see CNRB Regulation, art 61.2.
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
