1 Traveling into Jordan for the event 

Regardless of the means of travel you are using, you will need a visa to enter the country, Jordan has some 

air travel restrictions and mandates for certain countries. All attendees of the Jordan Baja that are traveling 

into Jordan (by air, land or sea), need to check the visa requirements, although some nationalities are 

restricted, in this case you need to contact Jordan Motorsport to facilitate the visa, the majority of the 

nationalities may obtain the visa at the border entry point. 

For the residents of the GCC who carry a valid residency may enter without a visa provided they are arriving 

from the country of residency. 

1.1 Arriving by Air 

Jordan has 2 international airports: Queen Alia Int’l Airport (Amman) or King Hussein Airport (Aqaba). We 

recommend flying to King Hussein Airport in Aqaba (where possible) since the event will take place there, 

if you arrive at Queen Alia Int’l airport the distance to Aqaba is around 330km. 

1.2 Arriving by Land 

If you are arriving through land borders, several land border entry points between Jordan, Saudi Arabia & 

Palestine. 

If you are coming from Saudi Arabia or other GCC countries, the closest border entry point is from “Haqel” 

in Saudi Arabia to “Al-Durra” in Aqaba, other border entry points are “Halat Ammar” in Saudi Arabia to 

“Al-Mudawwara” in Jordan. 

1.3 Arriving by Sea 

The only port in Jordan is south of Amman the capital (around 350km) in the city of Aqaba where the 

Jordan Baja will take place. 

If you are shipping your vehicle, gear, and equipment by sea freight this will be your destination port. 

2 Jordan Baja 

The 2023 Jordan Baja will be based in the city of Aqaba (around350km south of Amman).
