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4. Service Park (SAC) 
4.1. Information on the Service Park 
 
All the Teams will be placed by the Organiser in the Service Park. 
It is mandatory to request additional spaces or any needs by the closing date for entries. 
 
The speed of vehicles in the service park may not exceed 30 kph. 

 
4.2. Location 
 
The Service Park is located inside pavilions 1, 2 and 3 of the "Fiera di 
Pordenone".  
Only the South Gate will allow access for service vehicles. 
 
GPS point: 45° 56.853’ N – 12° 39.230’ E 
 
4.3. Vehicle Plates  
 
For the entire duration of the race, only vehicles with "Service" "Truck" 
"Team Manager" plates distributed by the organisers may enter the 
Service Park. The plates must be affixed on the right upper part of the 
windscreen of the vehicles. 
 
The "Service" and "Truck" plates required for access are delivered to the 
Service Accreditation Center (SAC). Once placed, only "Service" and 
"Team Manager" vehicles will be allowed to enter and exit the Service Park.  
"Truck" vehicles will not be allowed to leave until the end of the event. 
 
SAC will be open on Wednesday 02 July from 09:00 to 21:00 and Thursday 03 July from 08:00 to 
14:00 (only for the “Service Vehicles”), and there will receive the service plates and instructions to 
follow for the own service area.  
 
NOTE: it is absolutely prohibited to park trailers, car transporters and trucks outside the service area. 
Competitors will be provided with a marked area for parking these vehicles. 
 
SAC GPS point: N 45°56.836’ – E 12°39.301’ 
 
4.4. Time of entry to the Service Park 
 
FOR THE TRUCKS (over 3500kg): 
Entry is ONLY permitted on Wednesday 02 July from 09.00 to 13.00 from the south gate (N 45° 
56.853’ – E 12° 39.230’) 
 
FOR THE SERVICE VEHICLES (less than 3500kg): 
Entry is permitted on Wednesday 02 July from 13.00 to 21.00 and Thursday 03 July from 08:00 to 
14:00 from the south gate (N 45° 56.853’ – E 12° 39.230’) 
 
4.5. Additional Services 
 
70sqm for cars, 50sqm for SSVs and 3 kw electricity (CE socket) are included in the registration fee. 
The organiser may, only if requested by the closing date for entries, provide the following additional 
services for a fee:

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5. Two-way radio 

 
Radios are licensed and permitted in the frequencies designated by government regulations. 
Italian Baja does not provide radios to Teams and Competitors. 
 
6. Fuel / Tyres 
 
See Article 10 and 56 of the 2025 FIA Cross Country Sporting Regulations. 
 
The number of tyres to be used by FIA Ultimate Priority drivers is 12. 
 
A refueling zone will be set up for competitors who need it. 
It is mandatory to request a refueling area before the closing date of the entries. 
 
7. Import of vehicles and spare parts 
 
Competitors from the European Union must NOT carry out any customs clearance for the 
temporary imports of cars, motorcycles and equipment in order to participate in the Italian Baja 
2025. 
 
Competitors from outside the European Union must bring their vehicles to customs for temporary 
imports of cars, motorcycles and equipment.

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9. Shakedown 
See Art.29 of the 2025 FIA CCRSR. 
 
On Thursday, July 3, the 7.10-kilometer shakedown will be held in San Martino al Tagliamento. 
 
All competitors taking part in the Shakedown must return their vehicles to the service area before 
the South Gate closes (at 10:00 p.m.). 
 
The Entry Fee for the Shakedown is € 300,00 
 
Participation must be indicated in the entry form and payment must be done at the same time as 
payment of the race entry fee. 
 
Shakedown entries will not be accepted after the closing date for entries. 
 
10. Start Procedure 
See Art. 30 of the 2025 FIA CCRSR. 
 
Location: Fiera di Pordenone - "Parterre” Pav. 5 
Time: 9:00 a.m. on Friday 4 July 2025 
 
A Pre-Start area will be set up: 
 

- The pre-start area will be set up in the same place as the parc fermé; competitors MUST enter 
the pre-start area as specified in Article 3 of the Supplementary Regulations. 

- The pre-start area will be controlled. Access will be limited to crew members, VIPs and media 
with proper identification/accreditation. 

- Cars must be driven by one of the drivers or a team representative in the Pre-Start area, where 
any kind of service is strictly prohibited; any kind of infraction will be reported to the stewards. 

- Any entry and any delay in the Pre-Start Area outside the time window specified in Art. 3 of 
these regulations will be sanctioned by the C.d.C. with a fine of 100 €. 

 
Any assistance or refuelling is prohibited within the Pre-Start Area. 
 
11. Finish procedure 
 
Location: Fiera di Pordenone - "Parterre” Pav. 5 
Time: 10:00 p.m. on Saturday 5 July 2025 
 

Notes: The top three overall must designate a team member to take the cars to final scrutineering 
or to the parc fermé. 
 

After SS5 the crews will make their way compulsory to the finish ramp. 
All crews will step on the ramp for the usual photos before entering the parc fermé. 
 

The first of each group (other than the first five crews in the overall classification) will leave the parc 
fermé and head for the finish line to collect their 1st group prizes, followed by the first five crews of 
the overall classification in this order: 
 

- 5th, 4th for interviews, photos and possible group prize 
- 2nd crew climbs up on the ramp and live the car on the down ramp 
- 3rd crew climbs up on the ramp and live the car on the up ramp 
- 1st crew leaves the car in front of the ramp in a central position 

 
The crews get out of the cars for interviews and photos, followed by the podium to collect their 
prizes, the winner's anthem and the 'shower' of Prosecco. 
 
After the prize-giving ceremony, the top three crews attend the post-race press conference.
