Skating as well as pertinent ISU Communications for the categories Seniors, Juniors, 
Advanced Novice, Intermediate Novice and Basic Novice and in accordance with ÖWO 
(Österreichische Wettlaufordnung).

Special Regulations & Technical Rules Single & Pair Skating 
2022.  
Short Program: 2 min 40 sec, +/- 10 sec  
Free Skating: 4 min 00 sec, +/- 10 sec  
 

JUNIOR LADIES & MEN  The required elements to be skated are those listed in ISU 
Special Regulations & Technical Rules Single & Pair Skating 
2022.  
Short Program: Max 2 min 40 sec, +/-10 sec  
Free Skating: 3 min 30 sec, +/- 10 sec

Age requirements: Intermediate Novice skater has not reached 
the age of fifteen (15) – 1. 7. 2008.

Technical Rules Single and Pair Skating 2022, ISU 
Communication 2562 and all respective ISU Communications.  
Free Skating: 3 min, +\- 10 sec  
 

BASIC NOVICE GIRLS & BOYS  Age requirements: Basic Novice skater is who was born: 1. 7. 
2010 and younger.  
Requirements according to the ISU Technical Rules Single and 
Pair Skating 2022, ISU Communication 2562 and all respective 
ISU Communications. 
Free Skating: 2 min 30 sec, +/- 10 sec  

 
CUBS GIRLS & BOYS  Age requirements – Cubs is a skater who was born: 

1.7.2013 – 30.6.2015 (minimum 8 and not 10) 
Free Skating: 2 min, +/- 10 sec  
  

 
CHICKS GIRLS & BOYS  

 
Age requirements - Chicks is a skater who was born: 
1.7.2015 and younger (not 8) 
Free Skating: 2 min, +/- 10 sec  

 
  A well balanced Free Skating program for Chicks & Cubs 

Singles Boys + Girls must contain: 
a) Maximum of 4 jump elements for Girls and Boys. There may be 
up to two (2) jump combinations or sequences. Jump combinations 
can contain only two (2) jumps. Any single or double jump may be 
executed only twice in total. Triple jumps are not permitted. 
b) There must be a maximum of two (2) spins of a different nature 
(abbreviation). Flying Entry is allowed. 
c) There must be a maximum one (1) step sequence with a fixed 
Base value and evaluated in GOE only. The step sequence must 
cover at least half of the ice surface to be counted. 
The Program Components are only judged in 

• Composition 

• Presentation 

• Skating Skills 
 
The Factor of the Program Components is 1.67 
Deductions (e.g. falls, time violation): -0,5 
Levels explanations: 
In all elements which are subject to Levels, only features up to Level 
2 will be counted. Any additional features will not count for Level 
requirements and will be ignored by the Technical Panel.
