Car 75 has exited the Circuit during Qualifying and stopped in the access road behind (beside ) the line of marquees. 
The in-car video shows a run time of less than 20 minutes. Qualifying was 20 minutes long. 
Article 6.5 (3) of the Toyota 86 Championship Articles requires cars not on track during the session to be on the pit lane 
apron.  
Car 75 admitted the were not on the apron.
