Competitors in the FIA Manufacturers/Teams, WRC2 and WRC3 Championships, who wish to enter our event to collect
points in their respective championships must use the standard FIA electronic entry form available at

http://registrations.fia.com. Any driver in the WRC2 Championship wishing to enter Secto Rally Finland, but not wishing to
collect points for their championship, must use the standard FIA entry form as for all point collecting events. However,
they must tick the relevant box to express their wish not to collect points in that particular event. Any driver in the WRC3
Championship wishing to enter Secto Rally Finland, but not wishing to collect points for their championship, must use the

non-priority entry form as detailed above.
The entry forms must be sent before Monday 1 July 2024 at 23.59 Finnish time (22.59 CET).

By sending an electronic form, the competitor undertakes to abide by the rules and regulations of the competition. Each
competitor is required to submit a scanned copy of their signed FIA entry form in the Online Forms of the Administrative
Checks.

5.1 LOCATION

As previous years, the Service Park is located in the area around the Jyvaskyla Paviljonki Rally HQ and Jyvéaskyla Harbour.
Manufacturers entered to the FIA WRC will have their designated areas in the Service Park according to the Championship
Regulations. Auxiliary parking is in the parking garage within Service Park. Due to the restricted space in the Service Park,
private entries will not be given any auxiliary plates.

Support Championship drivers and private drivers will find themselves inside the exhibition halls of Paviljonki Rally HQ.
We do not encourage the use of semi-trailers as service vehicles (as they do not fit into all service areas as given in FIAWRC,
Appendix VI), but do understand that many competitors have these. We urge all competitors with such set-up to be in active
contact with our Service Park management as early as possible, and to take into consideration that the tractors will NOT be
allowed to stay with the trailer! All payments for extra space as per Art. 4.4.2 apply.

Final layout with competitor locations will be published on the event website latest on Wednesday 24 July 2024.
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5.2 ACCESS TO THE SERVICE PARK

Manufacturers can access the Service Park as per individual agreements with the organiser.

Manufacturers, WRC Teams and the nominated Tyre Supplier can access the area at a time agreed with the organiser. All
other teams and competitors will have access on Monday 29 July 2024 at 12.00. Set-up for all competitors must be finished
by Wednesday 31 July 2024 at 15.00 at latest, as the area will then open for public.

Also, please note that the service park will be used for the last time for the 45-minute service on Saturday evening, after
which the teams may start to rig down their service bays on Sunday morning after the last car has left the parc fermé (TC
16D). All indoor areas must be cleaned and empty by 22.00 on Sunday 4 August, outside areas by 08.00 on Wednesday 7
August. More details given in Rally Guide 2.

All parties are kindly asked to respect these opening times. As there are other events in the area on the weeks leading
up to our rally, please check carefully with Service Park Manager before trying to access the area before the times given.
Manufacturers or Tyre Supplier wishing to bring equipment or sea containers to the Service Park area before the given
opening time must inform the organiser thereof. If the organiser has not received such notification, we cannot guarantee
any access to the area. All costs of moving the equipment either within or from outside the Service Park to its final position
will be borne by the relevant owner of the equipment.

Please note thatitis absolutely forbidden to drive any anchors into the ground at any location inside the Service Park without
the prior written consent of organiser’s Service Park Co-Ordinator. Competitors are reminded to prepare for fastening all
structures with concrete ballast or equivalent. A list of minimum ballast for various types and sizes of temporary structures,
as required by Finnish health and safety authorities, can be obtained from SP Manager, who may also be able to help you in
sourcing such ballast on location (if contacted early). Should the given prescriptions not have been followed, the authorities
may require the structures to be taken down.

Competitors are kindly asked to remind all their team staff to always carry their Team Passes, as the organiser will be
collecting an admission fee into the service park from anyone without a valid pass, and there will be no access to the area
without a valid pass at any time.
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Teams located inside the exhibition halls must have at least two 6 kg fire-extinguishers ready and available at their
service area at all times. A special location will be appointed outside the halls for any work which may cause a fire RalLlyY
hazard such as welding. Minor fire work such as using angle grinders is allowed. The storage of gas bottles or indeed )
the use of them for any purpose inside the halls is strictly forbidden. Should you carry any with you on arrival,
they must be left to locked storage area outside the buildings.

There will be a 15-minute flexi-service after SSS 1 Harju 1 on Thursday evening. It will be preceded by a 10-minute
technical zone. More information given in the Supplementary Regulations.

For the duration of the rally, there will be NO service in the morning between the overnight parc fermé and the first special
stage of the day.

On Friday and Saturday, there will be a 40-minute mid-day service in the Service Park Paviljonki (no flexi), preceded by a
regroup.

The 45-minute flexi-service will be run according to FIA WRC, Art. 59. This means that the cars of P1 and P4 drivers will be
driven directly from the 10-minute Technical Zone to the individual service bays, where the actual start of service will be

marked on the timecard.

For all other competitors, the car may be left in the parc fermé after the 10-minute Technical Zone and taken later for the

45-minute service, or driven directly to service, when the service time starts from parc fermé OUT time control.

On arrival to their service bays, all drivers will be asked to be accessible to the public for autographs and photos.

Non-priority drivers’ attention is drawn to the FIA WRC Sporting Regulations, Art. 13.2 which states that all drivers with a
4WD car must use tyres from the nominated tyre supplier, as defined in the Supplementary Regulations of the rally. On the
other hand, Art. 13.3 allows the use of any make of tyres for non-priority drivers in 2WD cars, provided they all come from
the same tyre supplier. For more details, contact the organiser.

7.2 FIA FUEL AND FAST COUPLINGS

Refuelling will be located in Service Park Paviljonki (starting from Shakedown), as well as in Konnevesi (Sections 2 and
3), Lankipohja (Sections 4 and 5) and Petdjavesi (Section 6). The competitors need to pay special attention to the various
refuel locations on the itinerary when making their service plans. NB! There will be NO refuelling in the service park after
Saturday’s mid-day service. More information to follow in Supplementary Regulations and Rally Guide 2.
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Cars driven by Priority drivers must be fitted with FIA fuel sample couplings for taking fuel samples (see FIA Technical List
No. 5). All cars must be fitted with FIA-specified refuel couplings (manufacturer: Stéubli, model: SPT 127 658 LJV). Also, see
FIAWRC, Art. 62.

SAFETY FUEL TANKS

Competitors’ attention is drawn to the prescriptions of the FIA ISC, Appendix J, Art. 253-14, which states that all cars in
groups N and A must be fitted with an FIA approved safety fuel tank. For car in other groups, please see technical regulations
of the group concerned. Cars homologated under Rally5-Kit regulations may use their original, unmodified tanks.

The use of FIA fueliis obligatory for all priority drivers (FIAWRC, Art. 62.1.1).

As per FIAWRC regulations Art. 62.2.1, no later than 4 weeks prior to the event (Thursday 4 July 2024), the competitors
must notify their fuel requirements to the sole supplier P1 Racing Fuels. Payments will be due on 11 July. For more
information on the WRC fuel order procedure, please see P1 Racing instructions given as Appendix 3 to this Rally Guide 1
on our website.
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7.3 DISPENSING OF FIA FUEL

For sporting, environmental and safety reasons, during the rally the fuel must be dispensed from a single source. Thus, all
cars driven by a priority driver must use this centralised refuel service. The total price of the fuel will be 6.57 € + VAT per litre,
including the refuel services at the site of the event.

7.4 DISPENSING OF PUMP FUEL

The use of pump fuel is under discussion and may not be feasible due to lack of suitable petrol stations on the route of the
rally.

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8. IMPORT OF VEHICLES AND SPARE PARTS

All rally cars imported to Finland must be declared to the Finnish Tax Office. In order to assist our foreign competitors to
make this declaration of temporary import for motorsport use, an online form will be published to gather the necessary
information together with the publication of Rally Guide 2. This form must be filled in by the date given in Art. 3 Programme.

8.1 COMPETITORS FROM THE EUROPEAN UNION

Competitors coming from the European Union do not need to make any special customs clearance. They may use any vehicle
in Finland for up to 6 months without clearing it, provided that the vehicle is not brought to Finland with the intention of

selling it. All vehicles need to have a valid traffic insurance. Tyres and spare parts can also be imported without clearance.

It is always good to have a list of tools and equipment you bring into the country, in case you will be asked to prove what
you had with you on the way in.

8.2 COMPETITORS FROM OUTSIDE THE EU

Competitors coming from outside the European Union will have to report at the customs on their way in. Please prepare a
list of all the tools and equipment you are bringing with you. This list will be stamped at the customs and they may collect a
security (the amount is negotiable). Tyres are under customs as they are non-durable goods. The customs payment will be
returned if the used tyres are exported from the country on the way out, as well as the security, if all equipment is exported.

9.1 REGISTRATION & BRIEFING

As in previous years, the organiser will be working in close co-operation with the Finnish Civil Aviation Authorities. This
means all pilots using the helipads provided by the organiser must attend the pilots’ briefing and must acquire the
organiser’s pilots’ pack, including all GPS coordinates, aviation / rally maps, list of helicopters and pilots and the necessary
ID plates for the helicopter. Price for this package will be

for registrations made on the 17th of July at the latest 1750 Euros plus VAT 24%
for registrations made after 17th of July 2750 Euros plus VAT 24%

Drones will not be allowed in the event airspace, exceptions for organiser and official drones, such as Police or Rescue
drones.

Detailed information about pilot s briefing will be given in Rally Guide 2. There will be an Online briefing (in Finnish)
on Monday 29th July 2024 at 17.00 and another in Jyvaskylé (location to be confirmed) on Thursday 1st August 2024 at
16.00. The operators must be ready to present all necessary documentation at the briefing, as well as to send copies of the
required pilots’/operators’ licenses already at the time of registration. Any late arrivals must be informed to organiser well
in advance. More information will be given in Rally Guide 2.
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Materials included in the pilots’ pack can be collected from the AKK Sports office (Kellokukantie 7, 01300 Vantaa) on
Tuesday, 30th July 2024 at 10.00-16.00, provided that the invoice has been paid. After this, the materials will be available in
Staff Office of the rally in Jyvaskyld, more information given in Rally Guide 2.

The Day Park in Kuokkala or Jyvéskyla Airport must be used for any flights to Rally HQ.

All pilots wishing to use the official helipads of the rally, or otherwise fly in the vicinity of the special stages, must register to
the organiser using the online registration form, the link for which can be found from our event website, under competitors’

section.

A temporary restricted airspace will be established around the stages and the Service Park during the rally, with access
allowed with organiser’s permission only! There may be restrictions concerning aircraft type used or experience level of
the pilot. The organiser may also restrict access to selected helipads according to the MTOW of the aircraft. Helicopter
registration form will be available on the event website in May 2024. Submission of helicopter registration forms will be
as given above with the pricing options. No new registrations will be accepted after 25th July, changes are possible. The
helicopter packages will be invoiced according to registration and must be paid latest 25th July 2024. All private and
exclusive landing pads must be informed to the organiser by Thursday 11th July 2024 (rally@autourheilu.fi).

In Finland, you must always have the landowner’s permission to land. Should any helicopter land without such permission,
the landowner may charge whichever sum he may see suitable. The organiser is aiming to set up at least two landing zones
on each special stage, in connection with our spectator areas. The pilot is always responsible for all operations and any
damages caused to third parties must be negotiated directly between the parties involved.

Flight safety rules will be published together with the In-Flight Guide, as a separate document. The AirBoss system
introduced in 2013 will continue to guide pilots throughout the rally at the most frequently used helipads.

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13. MEDICAL INFORMATION
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At the administrative checks before the rally all drivers must present their Medical Certificate of Aptitude in accordance with
the FIA medical standards, and as given to them by their own ASN. Normally this Medical Certificate of Aptitude is included
in the International Competition License, but if it is not, the (co-)driver is responsible to present a separate document.

A decision in accordance with Finnish law has been taken by the Central Finland Wellbeing Services County that an
individual living elsewhere than in Finland must pay the total cost of treatment received unless other provision has been
made in international agreements.

Please note that all (co-)drivers must carry a valid international insurance for repatriation in case of accident, as per FIA
WRC, Art. 2.5.

RESIDENTS OF EU/EEA/ AND SWITZERLAND

By presenting your European Health Insurance Card, you will receive medical treatment on the same terms as the local
residents. However, not all doctors and hospitals operate within the reimbursement system, which means that any costs
you incur outside the system will have to be paid by yourself. As a general rule, public health services are covered by the
reimbursement system.
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The European Health Insurance Card mainly covers emergency treatment in the event of an illness or injury and other
medically necessary treatment. You can also get medical treatment if you have a pre-existing chronic condition that requires
medical attention while you are abroad.

Please contact your national health insurance authorities to get your card before travelling to Finland.

RESIDENTS OF OTHER COUNTRIES

If you are a resident of a country other than those mentioned above, the patient charge will be the equivalent of the total
cost of treatment plus the patient charge for an individual living in Finland.

PAYMENT OF THE PATIENT CHARGE

If you require first aid, collection of the patient charge will be made as you leave hospital. Collection of the charge will take
place in advance in cases where you have agreed with the hospital on treatment that is not urgent.

85.6% are urban-dwellers, with 1.3 million in Helsinki and the adjacent cities of Espoo and
Vantaa. Other major cities include Tampere, Oulu, Turku, Jyvaskyld, Lahti, Kuopio, Kouvola and Rovaniemi.

AREA

338,472 sq. kilometres, of which 11.3% is water. There are more than 168 000 lakes in Finland. 7% of the land is under
cultivation, barley and oats being the main crops. Forests (mainly pine and spruce) cover 76% of the country.

CLIMATE

The Finnish climate is considerably milder than one might expect from the country’s northerly location. There are major
variations in the seasons. During the rally, it is late summer and weather may vary quite a lot. It can be sunny and over 20
degrees Celsius or it can rain a lot.

Finnish time is two hours ahead of Greenwich Mean Time (GMT +2 hours).Daylight saving time is used from the last Sunday
of March to the last Sunday of October.

From the ATMs you can withdraw
notes in denominations of 20 and 50 €. The closest cash dispenser to the Rally HQ is in Matkakeskus (the railway station).
You can recognise the ATMs from an orange sign "OTTO.” or a yellow/blue sign “NOSTO”.

CREDIT CARDS
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All major credit cards are very widely accepted in hotels, car rental offices, department stores, restaurants, shops and most
taxis. Foreign credit cards can be used to withdraw cash from almost all ATMs.

MEDICAL SERVICES

Medicines are sold at pharmacies (APTEEKKI). Usually pharmacies are open until 17.00 or 18.00. There is one pharmacy
(Yliopiston Apteekki) at Kauppakatu 39, which is open daily 08.00 - 23.00.

All hospitals have doctors on duty around the clock. In emergencies, patients should be directed to a health care centre or
hospital emergency unit. Dental care is mainly provided by private practitioners.
