4.1 Closing date for entries
The closing date for entries is Tuesday 10" February 2026 at 23:59 (CET).

4.2 Entry Procedure

Manufacturers, P2 and P3 competitors who wish to score points in FIA Championships, must make their entries by using
the electronic standard rally entry form for their championships available in the FIA application at
https://registrations.fia.com/rally.

Any Non-priority Competitor wishing to take part in Safari Rally Kenya 2026 must register and fill in the electronic entry
form published at https://registrations.fia.com/wrcken duly completed before the closing date for entries. In addition
to submitting the online entry form to the FIA, the competitors are also required to send the following documents to
entry@safarirally.ke before the closing of entries. The entry application will only be accepted if accompanied by:

! Proof of payment of the total amount of entry fees

el Copy of the International Competitor licence

el Copies of the Driver and Co-driver international competition licences

! ASN authorisation for all foreign drivers and co-drivers

el Copies of the Driver and Co-driver passports or identity cards

el Copies of the Driver and Co-driver driving licences

! One passport photo for driver and co-driver

el Copy of the first page of the car homologation certificate (not for Rallyl cars)

el Copies of the car's registration papers

! Copies of the insurance cover (third parties) for the rally car

el Copy of the entry form duly signed. By entering the rally, the competitor and the crew submit themselves to
the sporting jurisdictions specified in the 2026 FIA International Sporting Code and its appendices, the 2026
FIA WRC Sporting Regulations and these Supplementary Regulations (2026 FIA WRC Sporting Regulations, Art.
22.5).

4.3 Number of competitors accepted and classes

The maximum number of crews will be 50. If more than 50 entries are received the organiser reserves the right to decide
which entries among the non-priority drivers will be accepted. Cars will be divided in classes (and groups) as indicated
in Article 12.4 of the 2026 FIA WRC Sporting Regulations.

A national class will be created in the terms of the Article 12.3 of FIA WRC Sporting Regulations 2026. These cars must,
however, comply with the safety requirements as stipulated in the 2026 FIA International Sporting Code, Appendix J,Art.
253 and with all other applicable provisions and procedures stipulated in these Supplementary Regulations (e.g. tyres
and fuel etc.).

Prior to the rally, the organiser will propose to the FIA a list of cars for approval.
4.4 Entry fees / entry packages

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5. INSURANCE

5.1 General

Competitors' and/or drivers' attention is drawn particularly to the fact that Kenyan Law requires all vehicles driven on
a public road to be insured against Third Party Risks. It is the Competitors' and/or Drivers' responsibility to ensure that
they are properly covered. Proof of Third-Party Insurance will be required at the time of Scrutineering.

5.2 Description of insurance cover

Each competitor must have an insurance policy for the vehicle he competes in, at competitor's requests, the Organiser
will take out an additional insurance valid for the period of the rally at competitor’s expense. The service and team
vehicles, even those bearing plates issued by the Organiser, may never be considered as official participants in the rally.
They are therefore not covered by the insurance policy of the rally and will remain the sole responsibility of their owners.

5.3 Organiser’s liability insurance

The Organiser provides a public and products liability insurance with the cover of 25,000,000 € per accident, as far as
bodily injuries are concerned. In respect of material damage the coverage is up to 2, 286, 736 € per accident.

5.4 Duration of the insurance coverage

The insurance, for all competitors, will become effective at the start of procedure for car scrutineering. The insurance
ceases at the end of the event (TC 20 C - Technical Zone / Parc Fermé - In) or at the end of post-event scrutineering (for
the selected cars), in the case of withdrawal, disqualification or exclusion from the rally.

In the case of final withdrawal, the time considered will be the closing time of the following TC. Cars having retired and
restarting the next day (Art. 54 of 2026 FIA WRC Sporting Regulations) shall not be considered to have permanently
retired.

5.5 Damage caused to the third party

Competitors are reminded that only damage caused to third parties by the Organisers and the entered drivers is covered
by the insurance policy taken by the Organisation. Injury to the drivers themselves or damage to participating cars is
not covered by this insurance. By submitting their entries, the competitors, drivers and car owners waive any claims or
rights to pursue action for damages in connection with the event against the Organiser.

In case of an accident, the competitor or their representative must notify the Secretary of the Rally (phone: +254 726
242526) as quickly as possible and within 24 hours. They must explain the circumstances under which the accident
occurred, eventual causes and consequences. Likewise, they must mention the names and addresses of any witnesses.
They must also mention the names and addresses of any injured people.

5.6 Limitation of indemnity

The Organiser declines any liability concerning the consequences caused by any fraudulent action taken by the
competitor, may this be against the rules and regulations of the rally or against the laws of the country. Any service
vehicles or reconnaissance cars, even those bearing the official identification of the organiser, may under no
circumstances be considered as official participants of the rally, hence their insurance policies remain the sole
responsibility of the owner.

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6. ADVERTISING AND IDENTIFICATION

6.1 Restrictions

All political, religious, or abusive advertising is forbidden. Advertising of tobacco or tobacco products is forbidden.

6.2 The organiser's advertising

The organiser's advertising on the doors, roof and rear window plates are as stipulated in Appendix 4 of these
Supplementary Regulations. The organiser's optional advertising under the front door panels will be announced in a
Bulletin.

6.3 Identification

Competition numbers and rally plates according to the 2026 FIA WRC Sporting Regulations, Art. 27, will be provided by
the organiser. See also Appendix 4.

Numbers and rally plates must be affixed on the rally car before the car is brought to scrutineering and must be visible
throughout the duration of the rally.

7. TYRES

7.1 Tyres specified for use during the rally

In addition to complying with Articles 13, 14 & 15 of the 2026 FIA WRC Sporting Regulations, the following types
of tyres are confirmed for use:

All 4WD cars must use tyres from the FIA nominated tyre company Hankook. This applies also to all 4WD cars in national
classes.

For all 2WD cars the make and type of tyre is free. However, competitors are reminded to comply with:

el 2026 FIA WRC Sporting Regulations, Art. 13.1.4; Each tyre must have barcode numbers supplied by the
2026 FIA-approved barcode supplier.

At pre-rally scrutineering, the tyre manufacturer will be recorded by the FIA. During the whole rally, all tyres must come
from the same tyre supplier.

7.2 Quantity of tyres

Rally 1:

-1 First choice: Maximum number of tryes for the rally (including shakedown) is 28.
-1 Alternative choice: Maximum number of tryes for the rally (including shakedown) is 8.

Other 4WD cars:

-1 First choice : Maximum number of tryes for the rally (including shakedown) is 26.
-1 Alternative choice: Maximum number of tryes for the rally (including shakedown) is 8.

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7.3 Tyre orders

Tyre orders must be placed no later than on Monday 29 December 2025 using the Hankook Order Form available at the
rally website.

7.4 Tyre marking
Tyres will be marked at the Shakedown (after SD TC) and after TCO, TC2D, 6C, 10D, 13C and 16D.

8. FUEL

Use of FIA Fuel is mandatory for all FIA Priority drivers. The supplier appointed by the FIA for 2026 is TotalEnergies.
Supply, refuelling services and fuel orders will be handled by Sodifuel.

Non-Priority drivers may use either FIA fuel following the same conditions and rules as the Priority drivers, Avgas fuel
or commercially available pump fuel, see Art. 8.4.

For environmental and safety reasons, all competitors must refuel in the designated refuel zones. Refuelling is not
allowed in the Service Park (no refuel from cans, drums or similar except as detailed in Art. 58 of the 2026 FIA WRC
Sporting Regulations).

8.1 Ordering procedure and price per litre
The fuel order form, available at https://www.safarirally.ke must be sent by email to totalenergies-wrc@sodifuel.com.
The cost of the FIA fuel is € 9,95 + VAT per litre. Only pre-payment by bank transfer is accepted. A copy of the transfer

must be sent to P1 before the deadline of the orders. In case of questions related to fuel ordering procedures, please
contact directly to totalenergies-wrc@sodifuel.com.

8.2 Closing date for ordering FIA fuel
Monday 29 December 2025.

8.3 Refuelling operations

Crews are required to remain outside their cars during refuelling. A member of the crew will open the vehicle to allow
the operative to attach the pipework. The crew will be responsible for indicating to the refueller the amount of fuel
required. The crew only shall close the vehicle and secure the opening once they are happy that they have the right
amount of fuel added. Use of a mobile phone is forbidden at the Refuelling Zones.

8.4 Fuel for non-priority drivers

Non-priority drivers may use either FIA fuel following the same conditions and rules as the priority drivers, Avgas fuel
or commercially available pump fuel, dispensed only from pumps at filling stations marked in the Road Book. The
distances between these filling stations may be different from those given in the Itinerary (Appendix 1).

Avgas may be ordered for use by non-priority drivers using the fuel order form for Avgas found on www.safarirally.ke.
Orders must be placed no later than Monday 2** March 2026.

All non-priority competitors using pump fuel or Avgas are reminded to pay attention to 2026 FIA WRC Sporting
Regulations, Art. 62.3.7; cars equipped solely with FIA-specified refuel couplings and using fuel as per Art. 62.1.2 must
transport the adaptor in the car and show it at pre-event scrutineering.
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9. RECONNAISSANCE

See also Art. 35 in the 2026 FIA WRC Sporting Regulations.

9.1 Procedure for reconnaissance registration

The competitor must send the organiser in advance an information form (see Website / Rally Guide 2) to
entry@safarirally.ke including details of the reconnaissance car, mobile phone number and place where the competitor
is accommodated. The form must be signed and submitted by Monday 23"® February 2026 at 23.59 CET at the latest.

All reconnaissance and rally materials may be collected from the rally HQ by the nominated competitor representative,
holding a written proxy, on Monday 9" March 2026 at the Administrative checks.

Identification numbers, given at the registration, shall be affixed on the reconnaissance car (windscreen at the top
corner, co-drivers side rear window) and kept visible for the duration of the reconnaissance period.

The RSLite application must be kept active and telephone charged at all times when the reconnaissance car is being
driven(also on road sections). Any misuse will be reported to the Stewards.

9.2 Participation in reconnaissance only.

Any driver holding an appropriate international licence but not entered in the rally may apply to take part in the
reconnaissance. The regulations on reconnaissance must be respected in their entirety. A registration form for this
purpose is available at www.safarirally.ke. The final permission for taking part in recce is left to the discretion of the
organiser. An administrative fee will be charged (see Art. 4.4.4).

9.3 Tracking system for reconnaissance

With reference to Art. 35.4.4 of the 2026 FIA WRC Sporting Regulations, all competitors must make one iOS or Android
smartphone available and equip their reconnaissance cars with a smartphone-based application RS Lite developed by
the FIA official supplier STATUS AWARENESS SYSTEM (SAS). SAS will distribute individual event access codes during the
reconnaissance registration.

The RSLite application must be kept active and the telephone charged at all times when the reconnaissance car is
being driven (also on road sections). Any misuse will be reported to the Stewards.

Rental of smartphones is also available from SAS, to be requested when completing the access code purchase on the
SAS website and collected during the reconnaissance registration.

Access code costs for all competitors: € 40 + optional smartphone device rental € 100.

9.4 Specific and national restrictions

9.4.1! Passages

Crews are authorised to drive a maximum of 2 times through each special stage in accordance with the schedules given
in Appendix 2. The special stages must be driven in the same direction as the rally, at a reduced speed and fully
respecting the Traffic Laws. All special stages are run twice during the rally but may only be driven as one stage during
recce.

All passages through the special stages will be recorded by the marshals. Timecards will not be used, but all crews must
stop at the start and at the finish of each special stage where the marshals will record entry and exit times.

9.4.2! Speed Limits

The maximum speed allowed during reconnaissance is 80 km/h on special stages unless a lower speed limit is indicated
by traffic signs or by written instructions in the Road Book (or in Bulletins). All crews are reminded of Art. 34.2 in the
2026 FIA WRC Sporting Regulations.
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10. ADMINISTRATIVE CHECKS

Document checks will be done online, before the event, but original documents along with the duly signed entry form
must be brought to the administrative checks. All required documents as per Art. 4.2 must be scanned and sent to the
organiser by using the following address: entry@safarirally.ke latest on Monday 9" February 2026 at 23.59 CET.

Notwithstanding the 2026 FIA WRC Sporting Regulations, Art. 30.1, drivers and co-drivers are not required to report
personally to the administrative checks.

Each Competitor shall nominate in advance to the Organiser one authorised representative to complete the
administrative checks.

11. SCRUTINEERING

11.1 Venue and timetable
Sealing and Marking of Rally1 cars will be done on Wednesday, 11"-March 2026, from 13:00 hrs onwards at their individual
service bays.

Scrutineering / Component Sealing of all other cars will be at the Service Park on Wednesday 11" March 2026, from
13:00 onwards.

Detailed timetables will be published in a bulletin.
11.2 General requirements

11.2.1! Competition numbers and rally plates (as well as the organiser's optional advertisement, if required) must be affixed to
cars in the stated positions prior to scrutineering. See Art. 6 and Appendix 4.

11.2.2! All cars must have a complete certified homologation form available at scrutineering (2026 FIA International Sporting
Code, Appendix J, Art. 251.2.1.8). In addition, homologation forms for the catalytic converter and roll cage (if
homologated) must be with the car at scrutineering.

11.2.3! Sealing of the cars will be carried out according to 2026 FIA WRC Sporting Regulations Articles 16 & 17. Priority drivers’
(P1, P2, P3) cars must have sump guards removed for sealing of gearboxes and differentials, but must be kept with the
car for weight checks. The Car's chassis and cylinder block will also be marked (2026 FIA WRC Sporting Regulations, Art.
31.1.6). Sealing wires must be installed as instructed by the car manufacturer.

11.2.4! After scrutineering, if a car is found not to comply with technical and/or safety regulations, the Stewards may set a
deadline to comply with the requirements otherwise start of the event may be refused.

11.3 Mud flaps

Fitting of transversal mud flaps (all wheels) is mandatory in conformity with Appendix J, Art. 252.7.7.

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APPENDIX 5 — DRIVERS' SAFETY EQUIPMENT

All competitors are reminded of Appendix L of the 2026 FIA International Sporting Code (ISC), in particular its Chapter Il —
Drivers’ Equipment. These regulations apply to Shakedown as well.

Helmets (2026 FIA ISC, Appendix L, Chapter lll, Art. 1)
Priority 1 drivers and their co-drivers must wear helmets according to the FIA standard 8860-2018 or 8860-2018-ABP. This
also applies to all Priority 2 crews competing with a World Rally Car.

All other crews must wear crash helmets homologated to one of the following FIA standards:

el 8859-2015 (Technical List N2 49),
el 8859-2024 or 8859-2024 ABP  (Technical List N2 107),
el 8860-2010 (Technical List N2 33) or

el 8860-2018 or 8860-2018-ABP  (Technical List N2 69)
e! see also Technical List N2 25

Drivers and co-drivers who wear full-face helmets must contact the FIA Medical Delegate wrc.medicaldelegate@fia.com or the
Chief Medical Officer in order to carry out a test before the start of the event. This test is described in the Appendix L, Chapter
I, Art. 1.3.

Frontal Head Restraint (FHR) (2026 FIA ISC, Appendix L, Chapter lll, Art. 3)
All crews must use FIA approved FHR systems homologated to FIA standard 8858. Approved FHRs, anchorages and tethers
are listed in Technical List N2 29. See also helmet compatibility chart in Appendix L, Chapter Ill, Art. 3.3.

Flame-resistant clothing (2026 FIA ISC, Appendix L, Chapter llI, Art. 2)
All drivers and co-drivers must wear overalls as well as gloves (optional for co-drivers), long underwear, a balaclava, socks
and shoes homologated to the FIA 8856-2018 standard (Technical List N2 74).

Please pay special attention to the prescriptions of Art. 2 concerning embroidery and printing on flame-resistant clothing
(manufacturer certificates etc.) as well as concerning the correct wearing of the clothing elements! See also the 2026 FIA
WRC Sporting Regulations, Article 53.1.

Biometric Devices (2026 FIA ISC, Appendix L, Chapter Ill, Art. 2.1)
Drivers may wear a device to collect biometric data during racing.

el Ifthe biometric device is integrated into a protective garment homologated to FIA Standard 8856, the garment shall
be homologated to FIA Standards 8856 and 8868-2018.

el If the biometric device is a stand-alone device, then the device must be homologated to FIA Standard 8868-2018
only. This device must be worn in addition to the garment homologated to FIA Standard 8856.

Wearing of jewellery (2026 FIA ISC, Appendix L, Chapter lll, Art. 5)

The wearing of any type of jewellery, such as but not limited to, neck chains, bracelets or watches is prohibited during the
competition. Exceptions to this rule, providing the CMO and/or Medical Delegate do not consider that due to size or location
they may delay rescue or hinder emergency care, are:

i.  the wearing of watch(es) by co-drivers, on the condition that the watch(es) is worn over the overall,
ii. the wearing of a single band-style ring providing it does not restrict the natural range of motion of the hand, and

iii. the wearing of body piercing(s) providing they are not worn in and/or around the oral cavity.

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APPENDIX 6 — FIA SAFETY TRACKING DEVICE

All priority competitors are required to purchase a SAS RallySafe WRC-spec fitting kit, which will be permanently
installed in the vehicle for all World Rally Championship events. The SAS RallySafe WRC-spec fitting comprises all
necessary antennas, mounting and wiring components to be pre-installed in the vehicle, prior to the supply of the FIA
Safety Tracking Device and Remote LED Display at the event. SAS RallySafe WRC-spec fitting kit can be purchased via
the RallySafe shop (https://statusas.com/wrc-kit) and shipped to the competitor prior to the event, or collected at the
event, or alternatively purchased onsite when collecting the FIA Safety Tracking Device at the event. The price of the kit
is €150.00, excluding shipping and handling fees.

Non-Priority competitors ONLY, as an alternative to purchasing a SAS RallySafe WRC-spec kit, have an option to rent a
kit for the single event for the cost of €50.00, paid and collected at the FIA Safety Tracking Device collection window on
the event, and to be returned with the tracker at the completion of the event.
